to Motorists: Put the Phone Away or Pay

We’re excited to support 
IDOT’s efforts in educating all road users about the importance of putting your phone away, setting your 
navigation before your trip begins and driving distraction-free. 
 
It has become all too common to see people driving down the road while looking at their phones.  People 
know texting and driving is both dangerous and illegal, but they do it anyway, putting themselves and 
others at risk. During April, you will see increased law enforcement efforts as officers stop and ticket 
anyone who violates distracted driving and other Illinois motor vehicle laws. 
 
In Illinois, using your phone in anything other than hands-free mode is not only dangerous, but also illegal.
